First is our Lenten schedule for 2013, which can be found on the website.  As I said in my sermon on Ash Wednesday, I want to offer, at the beginning of this holy season, what I hope is a little practical advice. It’s not easy – indeed, perhaps it’s even presumptuous – to give detailed practical advice to a members of a parish in general; but I would say just this: You are surrounded here at S Giles by so many opportunities – in our chapel every day, regular daily mass, vespers, stations of the cross, bible study, two evenings of high-grade teaching and a Quiet Day. And all this even before Holy Week begins! And every day in your own personal life you have been given time and opportunities for devotion, penitence and charity. I hope and pray you will not waste these opportunities.
Electoral Role
Secondly, the time has come for us to update our Electoral Role. The Roll is the list of all those (aged 16 or over) who see themselves as part of our parish family, and I very much hope that this will include you! Joining will qualify you to vote at our Annual Parochial Meeting for the PCC and other church officers, and for the Deanery Synod. It is extremely important in the present state of the church nationally that the S Giles congregation, which holds firmly to the catholic tradition, can demonstrate that it is strong and thriving. That means that we must do everything we can to get as many of our congregation onto the Roll as possible. So, assuming you wish to remain on, or come newly onto, the Roll, you must fill in and return a very simple form. Forms are available in Church this Sunday. The Electoral Roll Officer is Christopher Mott. Please will you give him your completed form as soon as you can, but not later than Sunday 17th March. This will give us time to complete and display the new Roll in time for the Annual Parish Meeting on Sunday 14 April (12.00 Midday - after Mass - in church.
