Being reconciled with one another.

This Sunday's Gospel, on one level, is about the very practical problem of restoring damaged relationships. If you feel you have been wronged by someone, Jesus says the first step is to speak directly but privately to the individual who has done the harm. If we truly want to settle a difference with someone, we need to do it face to face. If this fails in its purpose, our Lord says the second step is to bring another person or persons, someone who is wise and gracious rather than someone who is hot-tempered or judgmental. The goal is not so much to put the offender on trial, but to persuade the offender to see the wrong and to be reconciled. And if this fails, then we must still not give up, but seek the help of the Christian community. Then things get complicated! If even the Christian community fails to bring about reconciliation, Jesus seems to say that we have the right to abandon stubborn and obdurate offenders and treat them like social outcasts. The irony, of course, is that we know from the Gospel accounts that Jesus often had fellowship with outcasts and sinners! In the end, Jesus refuses no one who is open to receive pardon, healing, and restoration.
