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Give to God what belongs to God.
The message of this Sunday's Gospel is that we belong to God, and must return ourselves to him. There can be no question of a divided allegiance: Caesar is not a God, whatever his pretensions. Unlike the Hebrews and the ancient Romans, for us Church and state are distinct, and each has its function in the one divine ordering of things. But our spiritual life is one, expressing itself in both civic and religious occupations. One cannot really be a Christian on Sunday and a pagan on Monday, and it’s spiritually disastrous to attempt that split. In every activity, whether sacred or secular, it is our duty to render to God our whole selves, the image which is his. Our offices and duties are many, but our allegiance is one: “Give to God what belongs to God."
