The centre of our being.
"I am the living bread which came down from heaven; and the bread which I shall give for the life of the world is my flesh." –John 6.51
St Paul tells us that "Christ, our paschal lamb, has been sacrificed." Paul echoes the words of John the Baptist who called Jesus the "Lamb of God who takes away the sins of the world." Jesus made himself an offering and sacrifice, a gift that was truly pleasing to the Father. He "offered himself without blemish to God" and "gave himself as a sacrifice to God."

Jesus chose the time of the Jewish Feast of Passover to fulfil what he had announced at Capernaum - giving his disciples his body and his blood as the true bread of heaven. Jesus' passing over to his Father by his death and resurrection - the new Passover - is anticipated in the Last Supper and celebrated in the Eucharist or Lord's Supper, which fulfils the Jewish Passover and anticipates the final Passover of the church in the glory of God's kingdom. When the Lord Jesus commands us to eat his flesh and drink his blood, he invites us to take his life into the very centre of our being. That life which he offers is the very life of God himself.
